
Enstone Primary School Acceptable Uniform List 2023 
 

All items of clothing MUST be clearly named. 
 

Polo shirts White or sky blue, with or without school logo 

Sweatshirts / sweat 
cardigans 

Navy blue with the school logo 
Must be purchased from the uniform supplier. 

Trousers, skirt, pinafore 
dress. 

Navy or grey, sold as school uniform. 
No jeans, cords, chinos, leggings or combat trousers.   
Skirts must be of an appropriate length. 

Socks Black, white grey or navy – plain, not patterned. 

Woollen tights Grey or navy – plain, not patterned. 

Shoes Black leather or “leather look” school shoes. 
No sandals, boots, canvas shoes or trainers. 

Gingham school 
summer dress 

Navy or sky blue, sold as school uniform 

 
 

All children must wear the regulation PE kit. 
 

T-shirt Sky blue with school logo 
Must be purchased from the uniform supplier. 

Shorts Plain navy  

Jogging bottoms Plain navy 

Sweatshirt Plain navy or school PE hoodie from uniform supplier. 

Socks Plain socks to be kept in PE bag 

Trainers Velcro fastening if your child is unable to tie their own 
laces. 
Plimsolls are not needed/not suitable for outdoor PE.  
Indoor PE is done in bare feet. 

 
 

Swimming (Key Stage 2 only) 
 

Girls A close fitting, one-piece swimsuit – no bikinis/tankinis 

Boys Close fitting, short length, Lycra swimming trunks or 
shorts – no board shorts. 

All pupils A swimming cap 

 
Watches: Pupils may wear a wristwatch or fitness tracker, providing the device 
does not connect to the internet.  Smart watches or any other devices which 
permit internet connection and access to social media are not permitted for 
safeguarding reasons.  Any watch or fitness tracker worn must be used sensibly 
and not pose a distraction to children’s learning.  Misuse will lead to children 
being asked to leave their watches or trackers at home.   
 
 



If you wish 
your child to have his/her ears pierced please make sure it is done at the start of 
the long summer holiday, so the earrings can be removed before school starts.
