We are very proud to ‘fly’ our green flag across the hall showing our environmental achievements in school and within our community.  We have recently been re-assessed and the children were amazing with their Eco-friendly knowledge and so we passed with flying colours!
In school, we have the Eco-Warrior team who help to keep us all Eco friendly covering areas of: Energy, Litter, Waste, Transport, Biodiversity, Healthy Living, Water, Global Citizenship, Marine and School Grounds.
How can you help?
· Encourage your child to walk, scoot or ride to school if possible.

· Make a waste free lunch if your child is having a packed lunch.  
- Try to include the amount of food that your child will eat so that there is no food waste.  
- Try to reduce the amount of plastic material used for wrapping in a lunch.  Foil or greaseproof-paper are good alternatives or why not try silicon dividers which can be washed and reused.  You could cut cubes of cheese from a large block instead of sending in individually wrapped cheeses. 
- Use reusable containers or a packed lunch box with different sections.  
- Crisps can be decanted from a large bag into a reusable container. We do now recycle crisp packets from the dinner hall.
-Yoghurt can be decanted from a large pot into a reusable pot to reduce the amount of plastic from pots and tubes.
We are always trying to reduce our waste!
· Send a reusable water bottle into school.  This will cut down on the number of plastic bottles that we use.  We have a limited supply of Eco water bottles for sale at £2 each from Mrs Letch.

· Help us to recycle: 
- we have a reusable clothing collection 3x per year. The next one will be on 9th October.  Money generated is used by the Friends of Enstone School to support us with equipment and help pay for trips.
- bring in your used batteries to the large collecting battery in the main entrance.  This prevents them from being sent to the landfill.
- please collect your stamps, cut a small edge around the stamps and place them in our collection box in the main entrance.  We will send them to help a pony sanctuary in Wales.
